Stock Register, Prescription Register on regular basis to avoid
unauthorized sale of Schedule H & H1 drugs without doctor's
prescription. The officials also emphasized on Section 42(a) of
Pharmacy Act, 1948 & Rule 65 of D&C Rules 1945 and advised
the stakeholders  not  to run a  pharmacy shop without a
pharmacist.
    Dr. P. Lal, State TB Officer expressed his concerns about
unauthorized sale of antibiotics/antimicrobials/anti-tubercular
drugs without prescription. He informed the local pharmacies
about the consequences of antimicrobial resistance and anti-
tubercular drug resistance cases and advised to avoid sale of
antibiotics over the counter without valid prescription.
   The President, Andaman & Nicobar Chemist & Druggist
Association has expressed his concerns over checking of cargos
reaching this UT through sea/air route.
