The recruitment process for the
above posts is being held up
allegedly due to pendency of the
amendments to Home Guard Rules.
       Shri Ray further pointed in his
letter that as per settled provision
of law, any vacancies those arise
prior to amendment of rules in force,
the same must be filled as per
existing provisions of law and the
subsequent vacancies, if any, should
be filled as per new law. The delay
in recruitment process not only
denies short term employment
opportunities to the unemployed
youth of the Islands but also poses

      As per MSMED Act 2006, 'Enterprise' means an Industrial
undertaking or a business concern or any other establishment, by
whatever name called, engaged in the manufacture or production of
goods, in any manner, pertaining to any industry specified in the
First Schedule to the Industries (Development and Regulation) Act,
1951 or engaged in providing or rendering of any service or services.
      The Udyam Registration is not applicable for proposed units, it is
only for reregistration of existing enterprises and those ventures/
activities which have commenced commercial production or services.
Besides, it is to clarify that except the Governmental Udyam
Registration Portal (https://udyamregistration.gov.in), no other private
portal is authorized to provide Udyam Registration. This is a free
service provided by the Ministry of MSME, Govt. of India. No private
agency or person has been authorized to do MSME registration.
