May on an annual renewal
basis. Aadhaar would be the
primary KYC for the bank
account.
      Pradhan Mantri
Suraksha Bima Yojana
covers the policyholders
against the healthcare
expenses i.e  a benefit of Rs.

2 lakh given to the nominee in case of
an accident leading to the death of the
policyholder, a benefit of Rs. 2 lakh is
provided in case of permanent total
disability and  benefit of Rs. 1 lakh is
provided in case of permanent partial
disability.
